Introduction

Thank you for choosing ZTE’s CDMA Push-to-Talk mobile phone. This phone employs the advanced CDMA2000-1x technology and delivers the PTT function, which provides you with high-quality business and personal contact anywhere anytime. 

Your phone offers the following functions: 
	Group call
	Make one-to-many calls within a group in the PTT mode in a CDMA network capable of PTT functions. 

	Private call
	Make one-to-one calls between two users in the PTT mode in a CDMA network capable of PTT functions.

	Normal call
	Makes traditional calls in a CDMA network.

	Short message
	 Sends, receives and edits short messages

	Phone Book
	Store 500 entries, with each entry containing multiple contact numbers.

	Data services
	Provides CDMA2000 1X data services .


Safety Instructions

If your phone is lost or stolen, notify your network service provider immediately to avoid it being abused by others. Meanwhile you need to tell the service provider your phone’s ESN, which can be found on the back of the phone when the battery is removed. Keep the ESN properly for later use.

To protect your phone from being abused, take the following precautions:

     –Set a password for your phone and modify it at intervals.


 –Set a PIN code for the UIM card for the phone requiring UIM card and modify it at intervals.

     –When leaving your car, take your phone with you or put it into the trunk rather than in an explicit place. 
     –Set call restriction.

Safety Warnings and Precautions

General Precautions:
· Use only the battery and the charger designated by ZTE. Using other products may cause battery leakage, over heat, explosion or fire.

· Do not violently strike, shake or toss the phone to avoid phone damage. 

· Do not put the battery, phone or charger into a microwave oven or a high-pressure device; otherwise, circuits may damage or fire may occur.

· Do not use the phone in the environment filled with flammable and explosive gas; otherwise, faults or fire may happen to the phone.

· Do not put the phone in a place of high temperature, high humidity or mass dust to avoid phone faults.

· Put the phone beyond the reach of children, who may take the phone as a toy and injure themselves.

· Do not put the phone onto an uneven or unstable table to prevent it from falling off the table and being damaged.

Precautions for using the phone:
· Power off your phone when required such as on an airplane or in a hospital. As phones may disturb the performance of electronic devices and medical apparatus, you are required to follow the regulations related to phone usage in the places equipped with such equipment.

· Do not use the phone beside weak-signal or high-precision electronic devices. Radio wave interference may cause mis-operation or other problems to electronic devices, especially medical electronic devices such as audiphones and pacemaker, and auto-control equipment such as fire detector and auto-door. For the effect of the phone on the medical electronic devices such as the pacemaker, consult the vendor or the local franchiser.

· Do not disassemble and then reassemble the phone to avoid phone damage, creepage or circuits fault.

· Occasionally, using phone in the cars of some models will bring negative effect to the electron devices inside. In this case do not use phone to ensure safety.

· Do not press keys with needles, pen points or other sharp objects to avoid damage or mis-operation to the phone.

· Do not use the phone with damaged antenna to avoid injury to people. 

· Keep the phone a certain distance from magnetic objects such as magcards, because the radiation wave of the phone may clear the information stored in floppy disks, deposit cards and credit cards.

· Place tiny metal objects such as pushpins far from the earpiece. The phone speaker is magnetic and therefore absorbs those tiny metal objects, which are harmful for people or the phone.

· Protect the phone from damp. Water or other liquid will cause overheat, creepage and failure of the phone.

Precautions for using the battery: 
· Do not throw the battery into fire; otherwise the battery will catch fire or explode. 

· Do not install the battery with great force; otherwise battery leakage, overheating, explosion or fire will happen. 
· Do not disassemble and then reassemble a battery; otherwise, battery leakage, overheating, explosion or fire will happen. 
· Replace the battery that gets heated, changed in color or deformed in use, charging or storing. 

· Keep the battery from being affected by damp; otherwise it will get over heated, smoldered or eroded. 

· Do not expose the battery in direct sunlight, around a car or other high-temperature situations; otherwise battery leakage and overheating will happen, thus degrading battery performance and shortening service life. 

· Do not keep charging a battery for more than 24 hours. 

Precautions for using the charger: 

· Use only the 110V–220V AC power as other types of power may cause leakage, fire or damage to the phone and charger. 

· Do not cause short circuit in the charger to avoid getting electric shock and making the charger smoldered or damaged. 

· Do not use the charger with failed power cables, which may cause fire or electric shock.

· Clean dust from the power socket in time. 

· Do not place any water container near the charger to avoid splashed water will make the charger over heated, leaking or failed. 

· Remove the charger from the power socket as soon as the charger touches water or other liquid in order not to cause over heat, fire, electric shock and problems to the charger. 

· Do not disassemble and then reassemble a charger to avoid fire, injury and electric shock to people, and damage to the charger. 

· Do not touch the charger, power cable or power socket with wet hands to avoid electric shock. 

· Do not place heavy objects onto the power cable or refit the power cable; otherwise electric shock and fire may happen. 

· Remove power plug from the socket before cleaning and maintenance. 

· Hold the charger rather than pull the power cable while removing the plug from the socket; otherwise electric shock and fire may happen. 
Cleaning and maintenance:

· As the phone, battery and charger are not waterproof, do not use them in bathroom and other places of high humidity. 

· Use soft, dry cloth to clean the phone, battery and charger. 

· Do not wipe the phone with such solution as alcohol, dilution agent and benzene.
· Clean the socket at intervals to avoid unreliable connection, powering off and even charging failure. 

General precautions
Phone

Try to use the phone away from TV, radio and automated office equipment to avoid interfering their performance. 
Battery

· Keep the battery in a cool and ventilated place rather than under direct sunshine. 

· The service life of the phone battery is limited, and becomes shorter and shorter if the battery is frequently charged. If a battery fails to be charged for several times, it is worn out and needs to be replaced. 

· Deal with a useless battery as required rather than throw it into the general domestic dustbin. 

Charger

· Do not charge in the sunshine, in a damp, dusty or wavering place, or near such electric apparatus as TV and radio (as the video or audio performance will be affected).

Attach/Detach the Battery and UIM Card 
If your service provider requires UIM card, you have to install UIM card to your phone before use. When you are installing the UIM card, make sure the external power supply is disconnected.

Charge the Battery 

The battery is not fully charged upon purchase. Charge it before using for the first time.
· Insert the charger plug into the bottom of the phone. 
· Connect the charger to 110V/220V power socket. 
Charge During Power-on

During charging, the information “Charging….” displays on the outside screen (small screen) of the phone. On upper right corner of the main screen and outside screen, the battery bar keeps scrolling during charging. The indicating light on the front view of the phone stays on, and the light of the charger shows red. 
Charging During Power-off

During charging, the information “Charging….” displays on the outside screen. On the upper right corner of the main screen and outside screen, the battery bar keeps scrolling during charging. The light on the front view of the phone stays on, and the light of the charger shows red. 
Note: The light of the charger is red during charging and becomes green when the battery is fully charged. 
Power on/off
Power on
Open the phone folder, press an hold [image: image28.png]

If your phone is the type that requires a UIM card, and the UIM card is not plugged in, the following information will appear:

Power off

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off (unless the charging is under way). 
PTT Private Call

The phone enables you to make and receive a private call within a CDMA network supporting PTT functions. Each PTT phone has a special phone number, the private number for PTT calls. 
Originate a Private Call
No matter whether the phone folder is open or closed, you can follow these steps to originate a private call:

PTT Group Call

PTT Group Book
This function enables you to add, edit, view and delete one or more group numbers. The detailed operations are:
